Clerk’s Report:
CALA Homes

· The Parish Council has been advised that a booking enquiry for the Village Hall has been made by Whislte PR on behalf of CALA homes; it is believed that they wish to hold a public consultation.  


OPC has received no direct contact from them but has made further investigation to discover that CALA Homes are interested in the site which is believed to be B & G Nurseries on Boat 
Lane to be included in the next SWDP review.  Our District Councillor, Keith Wright has 
advised the PC that the next SWDP land review is unlikely to take place before 2025, the expiry date of the current plan ends in 2030.  Upon receipt of this information, the clerk contacted CALA homes with 
the suggestion that they defer the consultation.

WCC owned land on Boat Lane

· After the initial enquiry from OPC about the possibility of renting or purchasing this land, Place Partnership, who oversees land and properties for WCC, advised that after their recent land review they have decided to retain the land in Boat Lane to protect future value for a potential development site.  They have however advised that they are mindful of the PC’s interest and will consider land availability as opportunities arise across the smallholding estate in the area.
