6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Drains. Silt and debris had been cleared in Elmbridge Lane, Watery Lane, Addis Lane, Purshull Green and Cutnall Green
· Grips. These had been dug in Watery Lane
· Grit Bins. These had been filled
· Horton Lane. Soil had been cleared from under the bridge. Since there were no ditches, further improvements would be difficult

· Footpath between A442 and Oak Tree Drive. This had been cleared for pedestrians. The overhanging branches were the responsibility of landowners.

· Lengthsman Scheme Manager. This was now Gerry Brienza. The contract for 2017/18 had been received. The budget was set at £2054.

· Addis Lane was to be resurfaced. The bends below the Church had been marked for repair and some junctions had been white-lined
