Update on Broadband


The Chairman has been informed by Worcestershire County Council that the 
Broadband connection is now likely to be delayed, as the intention is to now 
go overhead to connect the fibre. The team are now working on completing 
the 2km O/Head section, erecting 31 new poles.   


The Parish Council agreed that WCC be contacted objecting to the new 
proposal, as it appears that by taking the fibre overhead via 31 poles seems to 
be a more expensive and slower way of delivering the improved broadband. 


Also, to clarify why if there are already cables in the left-hand ditch the fibre 
is not being taken down the right-hand side of the road with two crossing 
points one by Cabinet 1 and the other at the crossroads with North Piddle 
lane.
