Proposal: Change of use of existing building to provide a residential unit for occupation by employees (retrospective)
Comments: The Parish Council object to this proposal for the following reasons:
The Council did not feel this application would be given approval if it had gone through the proper means as similar applications have been turned down (example: temporary key worker accommodation at Holly Barn).
The Council would like clarification if the occupation period of 10 months a year is per worker or is this for the accommodation as a whole and therefore would be subject to the same limited occupation rules as apply to holiday lets

​The Council requests that the District Council satisfies themselves that there is no alternative accommodation for these workers in the local area and that the security of the site is such that it requires the occupation of 4 key workers to keep it safe.
