5.1 Parish Path Warden

5.2 Defibrillator


Following the successful talk and Dormston fund raising, the parish council has accepted the money 
raised as a gift, for the purpose providing two defibrillators. According to NALC, councils can use 
section 234 of the Public Health Act 1936 as the power to provide defibrillators (s 234 allows 
councils to provide life-saving appliances). Providing a defibrillator is therefore a function of the 
council. As the money is to be given to the council to buy a defibrillator, which the council will 
own, the VAT can also be reclaimed. A named group will be set up to manage and maintain the 
defibrillators, the clerk will liaise with Liz Ostroumoff re ordering and payment.
