The Chairman declared the meeting open at 8.10pm.
1. Apologies 
2. Election of Chairman

For the election of a new Chairman the Clerk took over as Chairman of the meeting for this section only.  All councillors were asked to nominate a candidate for Chairman. Cllr Morgan proposed Cllr Joynes which was seconded by Cllr Cook. Cllr Hall nominated the current Chairman Cllr Bland this was seconded by Cllr Brown. Following some general discussion Cllr Joynes emphasised that he was honoured to be nominated but couldn’t provide the same amount of time to the role as Cllr Bland due to work commitments. A paper ballot took place, Cllr Bland received six votes, Cllr Joynes received 1 vote and one councillor chose to abstain. 
3. Election of Vice Chair 

Cllr Barry Proposed Cllr Joynes as Vice Chair, Cllr Hall Seconded. This was unanimously agreed by all. Cllr Bland thanked Cllr Hall for stepping in as Vice Chair at the retirement of Cllr Luck and welcomed Cllr Joynes in his new role as Vice Chairman.

        5. Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes were agreed to be a true and accurate account. This was proposed by Cllr Hall and seconded by Cllr Merrell. The minutes were then duly signed by the Chairman.
6. Matters Arising
Cllr Brown reported fly-tipping last week that was cleared straightaway. 

Chairman has spoken to Mrs Agar at length about the rubbish at the Village Inn. Cllr Barry has recently cleared an area around the pub but this is the responsibility of the pub. Cllr Merrrell commented that the wildflowers were mowed again even though the Chairman had asked them not to. Action: Chairman to confirm with the grass cutters that the wildflowers should remain uncut.
After the difficulties with last years annual return it was agreed that the council would employ an accountant. After some guidance from Richard Levett at CALC, Diane Malley MAAT was appointed which has proven to be a success, including an annual return and two page report. The Chairman will write a letter of thanks to Ms Malley on behalf of the council. 
The cheque to Beoley First School was hand delivered along with a letter. At present the council had received no acknowledgement of the money donated. 
Cllr Cook reported another visit from Western Power about possible loss of power at Moss Lane and Holt Hill and another survey had been completed.
 Cllr Merrell requested the use of the Parish field for use as a car park for the village fete and village hall open day. Cllr Bland clarified the procedure for the use of the field for the members of public in attendance.
Cllr Joynes explained that his wife was interested in holding a music event next summer in the Parish field. It would be a village festival similar in style to events held locally in Blackwell. A proposal will be put forward later in the year.  Cllr Merrell noted about the noise volume but the event would be in the day.

9. Pathwarden Reports
Mr Miller reported that there were no reports from the county council on any issues. The Parish walk was a success on the 6th May. There was a slight problem on the stile but no evidence of blocked footpaths by dog walkers which have been a previous issue. The Chairman gave his apologies that the posters advertising the parish walk were not put up.
The Chairman stated he had received several complaints about the Brookside to Church Hill footpath. When it’s wet it turns to mud due to flooding. Cllr Brown reported that someone with a motorised brush was seen clearing the path. Action: Cllr Brown will check the state of the path. 
10. Lengthsman Report
Cllr Brown said there was little to report. A street sign was down on the corner of Icknield Street, but extra manpower would be needed to get it back up. Flytipping had all been dealt with very swiftly. 

Cllr Merrell reported that at the Lilly Green to Wythall T- junction a sign is overgrown from the trees and needs cutting back. 
Action: Cllr Brown to cut back trees covering the sign.
