REPORTS BY COUNCILLORS WITH SPECIAL INTERESTS/RESPONSIBILITIES:  
Hanley Village Hall:    
Mark Bridge has replaced two external doors in the Village Hall.  These doors lead out from the toilet into the car park.  The doorways have been filled in with block work.   The Village Hall Committee are now waiting for the kitchen to be fitted with a double sink and a new boiler is to be installed.

Footpaths/Bridleways:  No issues reported.
PARISH LAND:
Western Power have approached Hanley Parish Council to put in a BT Line and also install a junction box on the side of the road. PS reported that there was a junction box connection near Peggy Kerby’s Bungalow but that the connection was unsuitable.
PS raised concerns regarding the junction box obscuring the view from the road.   It was agreed that this junction box needs to be set back off the road as far as possible.
Western Power have requested to bring the BT Line across parish land which would mean digging up the parish land to put a power cable in place. PS said this power cable would also run through the septic tank service. 
Western Power have offered Hanley Parish Council £2.30 for the line rental per year.  They have also requested the Parish Council to sign a Contract for this.  TSA is going to put in a request for compensation of £600.00.   TAS will also negotiate a higher figure for the line rental.  
PS also reported that he had tried to contact CALC on several occasion for advice on this matter but the only communication obtained was an answer phone message saying CALC was not available.  
LENGHTHSMAN SCHEME:
TSA has asked Bernard Churchill to assess Kintal Lane at Rectory Road.   TSA is still waiting for Bernard’s report.
