Clerk’s Report:
Recreation Ground

· The new equipment has been installed in the play area but there has been an issue with the surfacing which has been reported to Wicksteed.  They will be back on site on Wednesday 6th September to rectify the problems.  The Clerk will be meeting with staff from Wicksteed in 2 weeks time to confirm that the repairs are satisfactory. 

CALA Homes

· CALA Homes will be holding a public consultation event on the 5th September for feedback on potential development in a location in Boat Lane.  They advise that they have no imminent plans so OPC requested that they defer consultation until closer to the expiry of the current SWDP but they have ignored the request.

Information Commissioner – Data Protection registration

· Confirmation of renewal received.

S106 money

· A request for payment for the first phase of improvements to the recreation ground has been made to WDC against monies held for the Crabtree Leys development.

· A further application for funding has been made for phases 2 and 3 for equipment for older children.  

Street Lights

· E-on have advised that they ordered the lantern and column on the 13th June but unfortunately although they have the lantern they are waiting for the column from the manufacturer who has experienced a major breakdown in their plant. This has created a national back log, not just for E-on.  E-on will advise as soon as the column becomes available.

· The street light on the corner of Boat Lane and Ferry Lane has been reported for repair.
