David French and Sarah Rouse spoke in support of planning application 17/00393/FUL, The Orchard, Bransford. Following objections to the original application, the proposed new building has been moved to the bottom of the site away from the houses on Chapel Lane, the roofing material has been changed, concerns relating to site drainage have been addressed subject to SWDP approval and an ecology report provided. Matters relating to security at the site and proximity to the main road were discussed. It was confirmed the area of the new building will be fenced and electronic gates installed. Noise reducing planting and netting to prevent balls going over the fence and into gardens on Chapel Lane is also planned, and a vehicle turning area will be installed.

A.O.B
A resident living close to the Royal Oak has noted the poor condition of the grass verges reseeded during the works by Cala. Some are very narrow and the areas would probably have been better tarmacked. The surface is also very stony, suggesting the ground had not been properly prepared before re-seeding. Mr Seymour to discuss the matter with the Cala site manager and follow up with the resident.
Mr Ralph had expressed concern that the 30mph speed limit comes into force very close to the school. It was noted the parish council had expressed the same concern, but WCC had confirmed the current location complies with guidelines. The matter was discussed and the point made that the A449 in Malvern Wells had 20mph speed limits close to schools. Mr Seymour agreed to raise the matter with WCC Highways.
