Proposal: Proposed erection of three poultry units for free range egg production, six feed bins, alterations to existing site entrance, new access track and associated development. 

The Parish council will object to the appeal based on the following grounds:

The original application was refused on landscape grounds and although the appeal Although the floor footprint is less than previous applications the visual effect will still be of an industrial size development in this traditional rural setting. Attempts to reduce this visual impact by planting trees and screening will take time to grow and become dense, the buildings painted in assorted colours to camouflage them will again only draw attention. The feed bins connected to the units rise well above the actual buildings and again 
will be 
prominent in the landscape.


The document also suggests that from technical advice there will be no adverse effects of odour. This only relates to the sheds there are no details of how waste from the free-range chickens outside in the fields will be dealt with. The chickens will be roaming for 64 weeks before the sheds will be cleared and cleaned. Waste products from the roaming chickens will be absorbed into the ground and inevitable seep into the Piddle brook.

A full detailed report will be sent to the inspector.
