Simon Skeys, the Lengthsman, attended the meeting to give the Council an update of work in the village.  A query had been raised about drains not being
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cleared, Simon pointed out that if we have a storm or high winds then debris can be in the drains again within hours of them being cleared.  He also pointed out that he tries to be flexible so that he can treat any urgent jobs quickly.  As the lengthsman is paid out of public money it was thought that some photographs could be used to show what the lengthsman does and these could be put in Finstall Focus to show parishioners where the money is spent.
The Clerk was asked to check back over the last 18 months of work sheets and pick up 10 top jobs so these could be given priority over the next few months.

OTHER MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION ONLY  -  not referred to in the Agenda. 

Cllr Orr-Cooper brought up the fact that there were tapes across several roads and it was thought this was to carry out a census on volume of traffic rather than speed.

It was brought to the attention of the Parish Council that whilst building work was taking place at No. 33 Alcester Road the builders were storing their materials in the bus shelter.  The Clerk was asked to write to the householders and point out that this was not acceptable as the bus shelter had been built at great expense for the benefit of the community, and the builder should be responsible for protecting his own materials.

Cllr Hewer mentioned the sandstone wall in Finstall Road which again had begun to deteriorate and really needed WCC to carry out an inspection of this wall to make sure it is safe.
Cllr Ryan mentioned that there was a hedge overhanging the pavement at the end of Heydon Road, opposite Penmanor and the Clerk was asked to write to the householder and ask them to trim it back as it was affecting visibility for traffic turning out of Heydon Road.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 21.05.
