Highways

8.1
Ploughed up cross -field path.
One of our local farmers has, ploughed up a cross-field public footpath, the field in question is the second field on the path that starts on Cockshot Lane between Brambling and Rosalba. It lays to the right of the footpath that starts at Cockshot Lane’s junction with the A422 and goes to Grafton Wood. This matter has been reported and the farmer has been given notice to re-instate the footpath.
8.2 Dormston street sign
The sign is still to be replaced but now the sign the other end of the lane has been damaged and needs attention the clerk will contact the relevant department.

8.3 Meeting with County Councillor and Gerry Brienza

Overgrown hedge at The Labyrinth, Cockshot Lane, Dormston – a hedge letter/notice to be sent to the landowner to have the hedge cut back. The landowner will have a set period to get this work done, if he fails to do so highways have the power to cut the hedge back and re-charge.
Meadow Close, Kington, carriageway defects – Confirmation that this will be dealt with in the Driving Home project and will be completed before the end of March 2018. 
Overgrown hedge A422, Kington– parish council to contact landowner to request cut-back.
