To discuss with Jon Fraser (WCC) and Rod Reynolds (Safer Roads Partnership) concerns about traffic speeds and road safety and how these can be addressed: Mr Reynolds reported that his team had been carrying out regular speed enforcement in the village. 460 drivers had been reported for prosecution, the majority in the 35 – 40 mph bracket. 80% of those caught were from the local area. He emphasised that enforcement needed to be linked to physical measures on the highway and to education in order to create a culture of compliance. Drivers travel according to the perceived conditions, so 30mph does not seem appropriate for a straight road with little frontage development. Mr Wedd asked for supporting evidence that measures such as “gates” surface roundels etc were effective in reducing speeds. Mr Reynolds said enforcement would continue and he would provide evidence on the effectiveness of traffic calming measures.
Mr Fraser set out the background to the introduction of the village speed limits initiative. The scheme had resulted in areas with speed limits which would previously have been considered too low. Mr Fraser stated that the 30mph terminal signs on the Martley Road would be replaced by signs with yellow backing plates to make them stand out. He would also look at the proposal on roads such as Bell Lane to remove the centre line marking and provide edge marking in order to visually narrow the road. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that exam results at the Chantry High School had been very good. He listed 4 events which could potentially affect the village. 

1) 10th September, Tour of Britain Cycle Race 
2) 17th September, Worcester City Race

3) 23rd September, Worcester Pride

4) 24th September, Velo Birmingham

The decision on funding for the dualling of Carrington Bridge was awaited this autumn.

Cllr Grove was asked to consider using his local funds to support the proposed community shop.

District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the validation time for planning applications was now on average between 2 and 3 days. There was an emphasis on improving the local economy. The district was being rebranded as “The Malverns”. Sources of income generation such as building homes for rent were being considered. The Science Park was a big success with further expansion being considered.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 3th July and 7th August 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 3th July and 7th August 2017:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the new goal nets were in place and that the signs indicating the direction of play had been be erected.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were generally passable despite vegetation growth.
Highways: See previous item.

Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good condition. Plot holders with particular issues were being contacted.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports
Defibrillators: The defibrillator was being installed at the Dewdrop Inn. 
Village Hall: No reports
Broadheath Common: There was concern about the growth of self-set scrub / saplings forming a hedge along the common in Crown East Lane. The clerk to advise the lord of the manor that the scrub will be cut.
Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that the planning application for the proposed MUGA had been refused by the district council. It was not thought an appeal would be appropriate and alternative provision would be considered.
Closure of Village Stores: A letter was considered from Mr Glossop advising of the proposed “Lower Broadheath Community Shop Project” and requesting a formal indication of support from the parish council. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved to donate £1,000 towards the shop project. The clerk to write to Mr Glossop advising him of the decision.
