6.1 Lengthsman Update.

· Drains. Silt and debris had been cleared in Elmbridge Lane, Crown Lane and Purshull Green.
· Foliage had been cleared from signs in Cutnall Green and Addis Lane.
· Soil had been removed from headwalls in Watery Lane.
· The Clerk would ask him to clear grips after the verges had been cut..

· Potholes on the bends below the Church and also in Elmbridge Green Lane still needed attention.

8. Planning
8.1 Elmbridge Green House. Approval had been given for a single storey kitchen/day lounge extension at the rear and a new front porch.
8.2 Elmbridge Manor. Possible breach of planning regulations reported to Enforcement Officers on 9th November 2016. Graham Duerden had visited the site and would make contact the owner.

8.3 Elmbridge Fishery Signage, Bryan’s Green. Permission had been sought for a directional sign on Bryan’s Green. The Council would object to this supporting local opposition.
8.4 Barn End, Elmbridge Lane. Application had been made for retrospective permission to relocate a summer house to within the domestic curtilage.

8.5 Broadfield Farm, Cutnall Green.  Application had been made to demolish former agricultural buildings and replace with a workshop building for commercial use B1/B8.

8.6 A new planning information pack had been circulated to Councillors.

9. Correspondence

9.1 The County Councillor’s Monthly Report had been circulated. 
9.2 A list detailing 15 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition update emails had been received from CALC.

10. Items of Interest

10.1 Velo Birmingham. This was due to take place on 24th September with roads closed from 8am to 6pm. It was organised by CSM Sport and Entertainment.
There was much local opposition because of the effect on local business and lack of consultation. Worcestershire CC were aware of the problems.

10.2 Gigaclear and Broadband. County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson had agreed to investigate this. Worcestershire CC remained committed to 100% coverage in the County for Superfast Broadband.
10.3 A pothole was reported on Horton Lane between the bridge and the bottom of Horton Bank. The Clerk would advise Highways.
10.4 Branches were overhanging the road on the A442 between the Knoll and The Railway Bridge. The Clerk would notify Highways.

10.5 District Cllr. Tony Miller reported that parish councils were using Bonus Homes funding to purchase defibrillators.
