10/0603  Sunny Bank Farm, Stoney Lane:  Demolition of existing residential dwelling and erection of a replacement dwelling.  Part demolition of an existing outbuilding presently used as a garage and careful rebuilding to form a double garage together with modifications to the existing driveway within the site.

LENGTHSMAN SCHEME:  


Alcester Road:  siding out from Cherry Trees to Dusthouse Lane


Hewell Lane:  siding out from Wharf Lane to Tack Farm – spray in the spring.

HIGHWAYS MATTERS:  

Additional Street Lighting:  a decision was made not to pursue this scheme as the Parish Council would have to meet costs.

Winter Service for 2010/11:  noted, HMP Hewell may become involved.

Parish Gateway Signs:  will not be pursued.

Wharf Lane:  road sign is broken, to be reported to Highways.

County Cllr E Moffett:

Tutnall Corner:  crash barrier has now been erected.

Mobile Speed Cameras:  cost to buy a camera could be shared between adjoining parishes.  The Lengthsmen could be trained by Highways on how to set-up the camera, with it being moved every month.  It was felt this should be discussed at the PACT meetings.

Rural Roads Programme 2012 resurfacing suggestions:  Scarfield Hill, Stoney Lane, Brockhill Lane.

10     BROAD GREEN:  HMP Hewell will be planting the winter bedding shortly.

Bulb Planting:  Permission from Highways is needed for bulb planting in verges.  Clerk to contact the Probation Service to see if they will provide the labour to plant bulbs and clearing the footway on Hewell Lane (near The Barns) and whether they are able to do any other work in the parish.  Suggested bulb planting locations: 

Alcester Road:  Plymouth House to TheTardebigge ; walking bus route including the orchard; near the bus shelter at the corner of Tutnall Lane.

Hewell Lane:  Tack Farm entrance; Hewell Lane verges where the adjoin Stoney Lane/Tutnall Lane.   
11     PARISH SOCIAL HISTORY / NEWSLETTER:  The Rev White is compiling a history of the  

    parish.  Newsletter distribution routes were agreed.  Articles and photos for the newsletter to  

      be brought to the next meeting.

WHARF LANE ENFORCEMENT:  Cllr Whittaker will ask the Enforcement Officer to look again.

13     HEWELL CRICKET CLUB:  It was agreed a letter would be sent to the club advising that         
Members were supportive of the club and want to encourage local membership.  In order to  consider the request for financial support, Members needed to know how many parishioners are involved with the club.  There were no objections to the hedges being tidied up but the Tree Warden would need information on the work proposed on the larger trees.  It was acknowledged planning permission would be required for the children’s play area and car park resurfacing and 
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that play areas carried onerous rules and regulations.  The Chairman was available to meet the Club to advise further.  Information on possible grants available would also be forwarded to the club.

COMMUNITY RESILIENCE:  It was agreed a subcommittee be convened comprising Cllrs  

        Cooper, Whittaker and Pengelly together with the Clerk, to discuss the Draft Community Plan.
