County Councillor’s Report: No report
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the validation time for planning applications had continued to improve. In order to promote the local economy a joint planning / economic development committee was being created. In line with the emphasis on improving the local economy it was hoped that BT would create a 5G hub at the Malvern Science Park. There was concern about the level of cyber-crime and the effect on the ability of the police to carry other duties. The meet your councillor day was very successful.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mrs Faiers, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 4th September, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 4th September:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that there was some surface rust on the play equipment but did not currently require repair / replacement. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were in good condition, but that some of the more long distance paths were overgrown.
Highways: The footpath adjacent to the Bus Stop at Malvern View is overgrown. The clerk to write to Fortis Housing asking them to make good fence / cut back hedge. Clerk will then order a new litter bin.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good condition. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports
Defibrillators: The defibrillator is installed at the Dewdrop Inn. The clerk to ask the police about progress on the defibrillator in the phone box.
Village Hall: No reports
Broadheath Common: It was agreed that the clerk should arrange for the scrub along Crown East Lane to be cut back and advise the lord of the manor. 
Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that an alternative location for the proposed MUGA could be the Vicarage Green. This would however probably involve re-siting the children’s play area. The public should be asked for suggestions via the newsletter. Members should also consider the possibility of purchasing the freehold of the Vicarage Green. The Clerk to write to Mr. Beard, Churchwarden, to advise him the purchase of the field on the corner of Frenchland’s Lane will not proceed due to the failure of the planning application.
Closure of Village Stores: Mr Glossop advised that a village meeting was to be held to get views / enlist support for the community shop project. The business plan showed a profit of £1,000 in the first year and £3,000 by year 3. Mr Glossop requested £500 towards current project costs, being part of the £1,000 contribution agreed at the 4th September meeting.

Suspension of Standing Orders: A resident of Bell Lane complained about lack of action to address traffic speeds. Mrs Beard explained that on the contrary the parish council had endeavoured to address this issue many times over the years.
