	The Assistant Clerk reported on the response received from the Case Officer as to how the 40% rule was applied. It was noted that, in this case, the Bromsgrove District Plan (Policy BDP4.4) allows extensions to existing residential dwellings up to a maximum of 40% increase of the original dwelling floor space or increases up to a maximum of 140m² (original dwelling plus extensions) provided that the scale of development has no adverse impact on the openness of the Green Belt. Detached structures are not included. A new garage could not be built unless it complies with permitted development rules.

Members were informed that, in respect of the Perryfields development, the Case Officer had advised that following the review of the Bromsgrove and Redditch Highways Assignment Model a meeting to discuss potential highway impacts was premature at this time.
