4.Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 11thSeptember 2017.
                         These were agreed to be a true record and were signed by the Chairman.
 
5.Matters Arising. Cllr. Winkworth agreed to attend the Nora Parsons Day 

                        Centre A.G.M. on behalf of the Parish Council on Saturday 14th October.

6. County and District Councillors Reports.

County Councillor Phil Grove reported that: 

                        1. Works on the new footbridge at the St. Peter’s island will start soon.
                        2. Following a bad report in Child Services, Worcestershire County Council has been given an ‘improvement partner’, namely Essex County Council, who hold a ‘good’ rating for this service, in the hope of exchanging best practice ideas. A further 5-6 million pounds will be put aside for this purpose.

3. With the ever-increasing cost of Child Services and Adult Services, we can expect to see a rise of 3.9% in next year’s budget.


4. Cllr. Grove asked those present if there were any pockets of congestion on local roads that needed reporting apart from the Southern Link. One area is the east bound A44 at Malvern island where the road splits into 3 lanes. The right-hand Malvern bound lane is far too narrow for large vehicles to manoeuvre on to the island.  Within the last couple of days, an accident had occurred and was witnessed by a member of the Council at this very spot. Cllr. Grove promised to review and report back.


District Councillor David Chambers reported that:


Installation of 5G within the Malvern Hills area will be rolling out within the next 2 years. This will be a welcome facility, however, it will require relay arials, which although of unobtrusive design, would be attached to buildings every 500 yards.


Although not yet affecting front line services, the Police report that across the country, cybercrime is now costing the department twice as much as drug related crime.


‘Meet Your Councillor’ day in September was very successful.

 
7.Planning.

17/00831/OUT Land at (OS8027 5578) Upper Lightwood Farm, Broad heath Common, Lower Broadheath WR3 6RL. Rural live work scheme. R & C Houghton. Due to an administrative error at M.H.D.C., this application is awaiting re-consultation.


17/01365/FUL Doddenham Hall, Doddenham, Broadwas, Worcester WR6 5NZ. Agricultural building to house livestock. C K & S G Twinberrow. Reply: APPROVAL recommended.

17/01491/FUL Otherton Farm, Otherton Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LS. Ground mounted solar farm. Wirsol Energy. Reply: APPROVAL recommended.

17/01543/HP Broadwas Hall, Worcester WR6 5NE. erection of gates and supporting gate piers. Dr. Robert Shepherd. This application had arrived after the agenda had been published. Reply: APPROVAL recommended.


8. Neighbourhood Development Plan. Completed surveys have been recorded resulting in a 47% return. The steering group will hold its next meeting sometime before Christmas.


9. Conclusion of Audit. Grant Thornton has certified the Annual Return ended 31.3.2017. There were 2 matters drawn to our attention not affecting their opinion which resulted in an extra charge of £50.00, therefore, we can expect a bill of £150.00 in due course. Notices of Conclusion of Audit have been placed in the public boxes and on the Council’s web site.


10. Section 106. Using information obtained from the Neighbourhood Development Plan’s survey, Cllr. Winkworth was asked to proceed with requesting monies from Section 106 together with placing an advert for tenders for the building work required for the village hall’s extension. An amount of £500 +VAT was agreed to be put aside for the cost of speculation advice. 

11. On-line facilities for the Village Hall. Cllr. Dale has been gathering information as to the cost of providing Wi Fi at the Village Hall. All council members were in favour of the introduction of this facility and Cllr. Dale will pursue this matter for approval at November’s meeting.


12. St. Richards Hospice. A request to arrange a talk at the Village Hall to promote this facility was considered and it was agreed to adjourn this item to a later date.

                         Wheelie bin 30 m.p.h. speed awareness stickers. A vote was agreed not to purchase these stickers as it was felt they offer little effect on speeding.

13.Grant funding. Request from the Lower Teme Valley P.C.C. for monies towards the maintenance of our 2 graveyards was considered and an amount of £250.00 was proposed by the Chairman and agreed.

14. VAS (Vehicle Activated Signs) Unit. Cllr. Downes read out relevant statistics downloaded from the unit for the benefit of members of the public who were not at the last meeting in September. It was suggested that if it were possible, to export the statistics into Excel format in order to circulate information to other councillors and to satisfy a request from Highways Dept. Cllr. Jeff Guest suggested that to ascertain some conformity, it might be useful to change the battery once a week to obviate the possibility of a break in collection of data due to battery failure.

Public Participation.

County Councillor Grove was asked to follow up a request for a tree inspection at Scatterbrook Cottage. This query was first reported Sept 2016 and its most recent query number is 269902. Phil apologised and will chase.
The white speed enforcement gates at either end of the village have at last been installed 

 (approx. 1st Sept), however, one half of the set at the west end of the village appears to be the incorrect size (too small) and therefore, ineffective. Cllr. Grove was thanked for his input in sanctioning the provision of these gates but the administration follow-up work done by Highways Dept. has proved to be very disappointing. He has agreed to investigate.
 Motorised flyers have been seen again at the weekend of 7/8th October flying over houses in Broadwas village seemingly below the regulation 500 feet. The Clerk will chase this case up again with Daniel Wilson at M.H.D.C.Enforcement Dept.
Cllr. Grove was asked to review the decision made by Dave Jew and himself in regard to the junction of the A44 and Butts Bank following an accident earlier on in the year. He agreed.

Berryfields

Following my inspection I am happy to report that no dog excrement was found on Berryfields – two bags were found in the bin though! Dogs have still been seen, being exercised, on and off leads on Berryfields.  Litter has been collected and binned.

A cap is missing from the two seater ‘merry go round’ piece of play equipment.

Berryfields Carpark
To bring to your attention one of the concrete bollards has been knocked again and is now slating even more.  I have straightened this in the past but it will need doing again.

NB. On 17th September a large carrier bag and another half carrier bag full of dog excrement (weighing 5 kilos approx.) was found placed in the bin next to the bus stop – pictures were forwarded to the Clerk for information.  This was disposed of but I am not willing to be disposing of this amount in the future – to save someone not having this amount in their garden!

Clerks report October 2017

1.Pub signs at the Royal Oak, due to concern at the last parish council meeting by a member of the public, I have visited the pub and have asked them to move the A boards as they were restricting the view onto the A44, nothing has happened at present. The highways agency is aware of this and will be sending a letter in due course.

2.Speed monitoring at Offerton Lane.

Please find the speed data collected by the cables. The 85th speed represents the 85th car which is considered the most important volume when analysing speed. The 85th for the speed in Otherton lane is 31mph Northbound and 33.5 Southbound creating an average 85th figure of 32.6mph which is not deemed not to be a significant number to either enforce or increase in speed related traffic management. 

 3. The highways agency has confirmed that we are on the list to have cables on the A44 through the village of Broadwas for speed monitoring.
4.The lenghtsman Adrian Bullock has been asked to cut the hedges in Berryfields also to liase with Cllr Winkworth on work that needs to be done on Broad Green.

5.Replacement seats for the swings on Berryfields Play area have been received and are awaiting installation

6.Do we want to put warning signs on the container if children continue to climb on it? Also paint with anti-climb paint?

7. Permission of the Parish Council is needed to hold a bonfire and firework display on 11th November 2017 at Berryfields sports field.

8.The new housing development next to Berryfields has had the rubbish removed and the wildlife garden has been cut and tidied. The Chairman of the parish council has sent an email to the developers thanking them for their swift actions.

9. After discussion the parish council is not going ahead with the smartwater initiative as it was felt that we could not get 60% of the parish interested.

However, if individuals are interested, we are sure that this is something they can arrange for themselves.
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
