PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:
a)
It was reported that WCC had been informed of the tree which is sprouting from the bottom on Alcester Road and obstructing the view of people leaving Finstall Vale which was considered dangerous because of speeding traffic.  Ref No.for this is SR351049.  WCC had referred us to the District Council who said it was not them and referred us back to WCC.  After much discussion it was agreed to ask the lengthsman if he would do this work for us.  Resolved.
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b)
The Clerk confirmed that the application had been completed and submitted to CALC applying for a grant towards a new printer/scanner to comply with the transparency code and that we were waiting to hear if this application had been successful. Noted.

It was agreed that the Parish Council did not have the funds to purchase the Cross Public House.  The Clerk was asked to contact the Clerk at Feckenham and ask how the funding to purchase the village store was raised. Resolved.
