County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that government funding had been received towards the cost of dualling the Carrington bridge. The work on the southern link should be completed by 2021. £8 million had also been received to address congestion issues including the A38. Work would commence in January 2018 for 6 weeks to raise the level of New Road to address flooding issues.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the rollout of 5G was progressing with the intention that coverage should include the entire district. English Heritage had agreed that a connecting building could be constructed between Priory Lodge Hall and the Council House. All the Worcestershire Councils have applied to join the pilot for 100% retention of rate relief. It is planned that the SWDP should run until 2041. Former RSRE (currently Quinetiq) scientists are concerned about the loss of historic items and propose the development of a museum. 
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 2nd October 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 2nd October 2017:  
Vicarage Green: The clerk to order 3 heavy duty plastic / metal signs indicating the orientation of the football pitch. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported on the work being carried out on the paths including bridges.
Highways: There was discussion about the need for an additional bus shelter.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good condition. The annual invoice would be issued shortly and it was anticipated that one tenant would not be asked to renew.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports
Defibrillators: The 2 defibrillators have been installed at the Dewdrop Inn and the village hall. There is no news on progress on the defibrillator in the phone box being supplied by the police.
Village Hall: The police had asked about access to wi-fi for their mobile patrols. The clerk to ask the hall committee if access to the wi-fi could be provided.
Broadheath Common: A quote for cutting the scrub along the edge of Crown East Lane is awaited.. 
Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd presented proposals for the provision of a MUGA on the Vicarage Green together with revised play area and extended parking provision. There was general support for the proposals although Mr S Beard asked to have his objections to the proposal recorded. Mrs Beard would include the proposals in the next newsletter and the clerk write to the diocese about the purchase of the Vicarage Green.
Closure of Village Stores: Mrs Beard read out an update from Mr Glossop on the community shop. A public meeting would be held on 15th November with a share issue on 17th January 2018.
Suspension of Standing Orders: No reports.
