MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on 12th July 2017 had been circulated. Cllr Mrs N Davies proposed and seconded by Cllr Mr M Bates and it was AGREED that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting be signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

PROGRESS REPORTS
a. Police update (3108a) – PC Julie Jones reported that there had been no crimes to report in Stock & Bradley, the clerk to advise her on where and when to position herself with the speed gun in Stock & Bradley. The clerk had arranged to meet Gerry Brienza, Senior Highways Liaison Engineer, WCC who will organise a traffic speed survey in Stock & Bradley. He has also given permission for the PC to order two free standing “respect the Residents” signs for Flying Horse Lane.
b. Hanbury part of Earls Common Road (3108b) – a message had been received from Elaine Dicks, Deputy Returning Office, WDC to say that there will be a short delay, but she hopes to get the consultation out soon.
c. Level of water purity in Bow Brook / Lorries in Bradley Green (3108C) –The Clerk had no response from two Redditch District Councillors and had personally visited the Redditch Planning Department to pursue this. County Cllr Peter Tomlinson also suggested contacting Tony Miller, responsible for Environment at WCC and John Hobbs responsible for Highways at WCC. As a result Mark Lane, Monitoring & Enforcement, Directorate of Economy & Infrastructure, WCC had visited the site of Matthew Coffin who operates Matt the Grab who wasn’t there but had made an appointment to see him, he has also added that there is nothing he can do with preventing lorries travelling through the village
d. Dog fouling in Stock and Bradley (3108F) – the clerk was asked to order a waste bag dispenser to be positioned where the path from the Church meets Cyder Mill lane and to place an article outlining the dangers to farm animals.
e. Shredding of PC documents dating back to 1999 (3108g) – the Clerk had found a shredding company and would start this process.
