The parish council objected to the planning application on the following grounds

• Re-use of a predominantly brownfield site

   The site is located outside of the defined development boundary

• Change of use of existing commercial buildings to a commercial use ‘appropriate in a residential area’. 

The residential area is not suitable, the lane is too narrow with no passing places and tight bends not suitable for increased vehicle activity. To have continuous movement along the lane is therefore not appropriate.

• Removal of noise and smells associated with livestock housing and change of use of     agricultural buildings already limited by the engulfment of commercial use, to a use appropriate in a residential area.

As the business is to continue farming, there will be an increase in noise and smells with those already established and new ones associated with the proposal.

• Security of a rural employment site

The suggestion of security of rural employment site will only work if you are able to employ people, this will be difficult with no transport links.

• Support for the local rural economy and facilitation of job creation. 

Most of the residents are retired.

• Support of other local facilities and services.

Facilities in the village, one church, no transport services.

• Improvement in amenity of residents 

This will not be improved there will be more noise and disturbance.

• Improved highways safety.

The lane is constantly being monitored because of the heavy farm vehicles, there are numerous potholes, that have not been filled due to the constraints of funds available. Since Severn Trent installed mains drainage the lane has subsided in several places. The verges and ditches are constantly being damaged by traffic already using the lane, there are no turning spaces or footpaths.
