6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The Lengthsman had cleared drains of leaves and soil in Addis Lane, The Knoll, Crown Lane Purshull Green and Elmbridge Lane.
· He had rodded a blocked drain in Elmbridge Lane
· He had cut foliage from signs and washed signs in Cutnall Green
· He had cleared grips and head walls in Addis Lane (Watery Lane)
6.2 Highways.

· Footpath along the A442 would be “sided” and work to restore it to its original width would be considered in the context of other demands.
· Tree adjacent to the brook at the Knoll was giving concern.
· Tree Roots across Elmbridge Lane were not dealt with on 24th October as apparently scheduled. Highways report that it is “in hand”. The Clerk would email County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson with details about the tree roots.
· Road Signs would be “picked up”.

6.3 New Homes Bonus

· SmartWater signs were now in place and thanks were expressed to Des Carter who had helped the Chairman with the installations. The Clerk had submitted a report to Wychavon DC.
· Funding for shirts for the Handbell Ringers would not be available as it was not deemed to be a community project.

· Full funding (£4883 – total less VAT) was granted to improve the Village Hall Car Park.

· A defibrillator would be considered for the remaining NHB funding.

6.4 Broadband

A meeting about Superfast Broadband was held on 3rd November at Manor Hill House. It was well attended, and, whilst it produced no definite answers, assurances of support and assistance were given by local MPs, Worcestershire County Council, and Openreach

8. Planning
8.1 Elmbridge Manor. Dissatisfaction was expressed with the report of Graham Duerden, Enforcement Manager. There was map evidence and local knowledge which contradicted it. The Clerk would check the water supply at the Mill House
8.2 Broadfield Farm. An appeal had been lodged against the decision to refuse permission for the demolition of an agricultural building and replacement with a workshop building for light commercial use. The Council’s response would emphasize Green Belt status.
8.3 Barn End, Elmbridge Lane. Permission granted to extend existing garage for use as a home office and gym.
8.4 Cornshire Field Farm. GPD-Q application had been made for the conversion of an agricultural building into a dwelling. Wychavon had been informed of numerous inaccuracies in the application. CPD-Q status confirmed. Prior approval not necessary.
8.5 Field adjacent to Church Farm, Elmbridge. Permission had been granted for a steel agricultural building for storage of machinery and forage.
8.6 Bryan’s Green. Retrospective permission had been granted for a directional sign to Elmbridge Fisheries and Holiday Lets. The landowners’ permission was required. The Clerk would check this.

9.1 Worcestershire County Council Members Update.
9.2 A list detailing 19 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition update emails had been received from CALC.
