Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd May and 17th May 2010, having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising:
Vicarage Green:  The broken fence around the play area was discussed. It was agreed that the clerk would ask Smart Cut for a quotation to supply and erect approximately 8 feet of 6 ft high vertical bar fence. The chairman thanked Mr Wedd for his work producing the safety inspection report.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  The PROW from Bell Lane (opposite the Dewdrop to the Food Factory) is due to be cut back by the County Council.  There was discussion about a dangerous dog at Grange Farm. It was agreed that the clerk would write to Mrs Bakewell requesting that the dog be kept under control in future.
Highways: Ms. Gray drew attention to the weed growth in the gutters in the Jacomb Road area. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to weed spray the affected areas. The overgrown hedge in Crown East Lane is a hazard to high vehicles. The clerk to write to the owners, when the address has been identified.
Allotments:  It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mrs Plante and resolved that parish residents on the allotment waiting list would be given priority over those from other parishes. It was agreed that if plot 42 becomes available it would be offered to the next 2 local residents.
There was discussion about the need for additional taps on the allotments. It was agreed that Mr Forrest and Ms. Gray would draw up a code of behaviour concerning the allotments.  

Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Affordable Housing:  No report.
Village Hall:   Mr Simmonds reported in Mr Wedd’s absence that the pitched roof above the hall and cottage was in urgent need of repair at an approximate cost of £30,000 plus fees. It was proposed Mrs Swinburn, seconded Ms. Gray and resolved to employ an architect at an approximate cost of £600 to produce a detailed specification and estimate to enable grant applications to proceed . It was understood that the architect’s fee was still payable even if the grant application should fail.
Regional Spatial Strategy: The current RSS appears to have been withdrawn, but there is concern about its’ replacement. It was agreed that the council should continue to monitor the situation closely should any further action be warranted.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies advised that the positive activities grant was likely to be approved. There will be a meeting at Hallow village hall at 7.00pm on Wednesday 23rd June concerning the proposed bridge repairs on the A4133 at Holt Fleet. Two residents of Crown East Lane had complained about traffic speeds and lack of enforcement. It was agreed that an item to consider the need for a speed limit revision would be included on the 5th July agenda.

District Councillor’s Report: No report.

To consider the adoption of revised standing orders: It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr. Forrest and resolved that the revised standing orders be adopted.
To consider the adoption of the updated Parish Plan: It was proposed Mr Forrest, seconded Ms. Gray and resolved to adopt the Parish Plan update. It was also agreed that 120 full copies would be produced for distribution to MHDC and Worcestershire County Councillors would be produced, 180 copies of the update only for general distribution and 50 copies of the original Parish Plan 2007 at an approximate cost of £345. The chairman expressed her thanks to Mr. Bass for all his assistance with printing the Parish Plan update and other documents.
