Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 7th June 2010, having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising:
Vicarage Green:  Mr Wedd reported that various minor works such as paint work were needed in due course. Mr Fox wrote that there was concern about balls being kicke over gardens. There was also concern about employees of the food factory playing when the school wanted to use the green. Mr Simmonds advised that he would report back when Smart Cut had quoted for the proposed fence work.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  It was reported that grass cutting had been done on several footpaths. The clerk advised that the lengthsman intended to weed spray the Jacomb road area in July. 
Highways: The chairman reported that a new pipe was required in Bell Lane but had not been programmed and that work on repairing / replacing the outfall pipe at the food factory was programmed for August.
Cllr Davies reported that a 10 mph speed limit would be in force on the Martley road from 9th August for 12 days for road repairs. The repair of Holt Fleet Bridge on the A4133 is programme to start in January 2011 until March 2012 and will involve traffic control.

It was reported that the hedge opposite the food factory was a hazard. The clerk to write to Mr Sylvester.

Allotments:  A proposed letter to allotment holders was discussed and it was agreed that the clerk would provide a draft.
It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Parry and resolved that Ms. Gray should purchase a replacement lock for the inner allotment gate at a cost of about £23.

Mr Forrest proposed that an additional water standpipe be provided at a cost of £141. There was no seconder and the proposal was not carried.

Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Village Hall:   It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Parry and resolved that a detailed specification and bill of quantities should be obtained for the repair of the hall roof at an approximate cost of £3,500. 
An asbestos survey would also be needed before any work was undertaken. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Simmonds and resolved that the survey should be undertaken at a cost of £644 + VAT, the clerk to place the order with Worcestershire Scientific Services.
Regional Spatial Strategy: A letter was circulated from Grant Shapps MP asking for suggestions as to how House building could be increased. It was agreed that Mr Simmonds and Mr Wedd would respond to the letter.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies advised that the outlook was for significantly reduced budgets for the coming years. John Wallace is due too retire shortly and it is hoped to replace him. A review of speed limits is underway but will not include “C” roads such as Crown East Lane, where concerns about speeding had been expressed.
District Councillor’s Report: No report.

To consider the provision of a replacement notice board at the Village Hall: It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Ms. Gray that the notice board should not be replaced.
To consider the need for a revised speed limit in Crown East Lane: It was agreed that the parish council consider that the current speed limits in Crown East Lane should be adequately enforced before consideration is given to altering / extending them.
