Clerk’s Report:
Street Lights

· The street light on the corner of Main Street and Ferry Lane has now been repaired, Maurice Parkinson has cut back ivy which was growing on the lamp post.

· The replacement of the street light in St Milburgh Close should be completed shortly as E-on have confirmed that the lamps are now available from the supplier.

Village Gates

· The village gates and signage have now been received by Cllr Taylor who will be fitting them in due course.  Cllr Taylor will be liaising with the Chairman to identify the appropriate location on Evesham Road.
Play area

· Offenham Rovers have apologised for not reducing the size of the pitch but stated that this will take place before the end of the year..

· The clerk met with Adam  Brookes from Wicksteed to discuss the ongoing improvements to the play area including equipment , safety surfacing, supply and installation dates. He has provided details of fencing which can be considered once the next phase is in place.

· Confirmation has now been received from WDC that s106 monies can be released for this project and the order has been placed for phase 2 which is hoped to be in place for the February half term.

· The refurbished gates and the new kissing gate accessing Three Cock Lane have been installed 

Bus Stop
· The bus stop in Main Street has been replaced.

Internal Auditor

· The clerk has contacted Iain Selkirk to confirm that he will be available to undertake inspection of accounts for the current year.  He has confirmed that he will be available but stated that a small increase in costs will be charged.  Details to follow.

Defibrilator

· A volunteer has come forward to undertake the weekly check.  It had been assumed that because the defibrillator was supplied by WMAS that they would have updated records to show that this service was available in Offenham, however this was not the case.  Details have now been registered to appear on the website.

WDC Precept top up grant

· The clerk contacted Alison Davis, Principle Accountant, WDC to establish when parishes would be informed if WDC would continue to pay the top up grant.  She advised that officer’s recommendation would be considered in January 2018.

Training

· The Clerk undertook CALC training on 22nd November at County Hall, various topics were considered with emphasis on Risk management.

Various topics were discussed including the need for additional seating and safety notices.  It was raised that rather than individual notices on equipment one larger notice should be displayed similar to that in place in Broadway.  It was suggested that the next phase of the play area should be ordered in February so that it would be in place before Wake day celebrations.  The clerk requested that weekly checks on the play area should resume, Cllr Taylor confirmed that he would continue in this role.  The clerk also added that independent bi-monthly checks should also resume.  It was agreed that these checks should be reintroduced.

The Chairman advised that she had not yet liaised with Mr Turner who had volunteered to undertake the weekly check of the defibrillator but expected this to take place over the weekend.  The clerk suggested that the PC should oversee on a monthly basis so that monthly feedback could be brought to the council.  The Chairman confirmed that she was happy to do this.


From resident feedback it appeared that some people were unaware that there was a defib available in the village, it was decided that a further advert was placed in the parish magazine and notices displayed on noticeboards.  It was suggested that consideration be given to the replacement of pads and batteries for the defibrillator which would require replacement in November 2018.  The clerk suggested that it should be diarised for June; the Chairman advised she would be happy to address this in June.
