St Richard’s Hospice: Alice Spearing gave a presentation about the work of the hospice, plans to extend the care in the community work and the need to raise awareness of their work. It was agreed that Ms Spearing would send Mrs Beard items for the village newsletter. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Bass and resolved to donate £400 to St Richard’s Hospice to support their invaluable work. 

County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that the council was working to address the issue of domestic violence. County libraries had taken part in a children’s reading challenge which had been very successful. Health and social care teams were working to ensure patients regain their independence reducing pressure on hospitals. Salt stocks are good and gritting has already begun. It is hoped to appoint a new chief executive in the next week. LPT4 was approved by cabinet in November.
