Apologies: Ms. M. Davies, Mr N Fox and Mr. A. Parry
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard and Mr Simmonds, planning application 10/01440/FUL.
Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on 1st November 2010 having been circulated were proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mrs Swinburn and signed by the Chairman.

County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies advised that winter gritting was going well considering the weather conditions. Members expressed their concern about the condition of Church Lane which has been particularly slippery. The new road surface which is smooth has exacerbated the problem and the clerk was asked to write to highways drawing their attention to the hazards posed to school children and others. Clr Davies also reported on the speed limit survey on the B4204.The recommendations were largely to leave the existing limits, with additional repeater signs near the food factory and the possibility of moving the 30mph terminal sign from its current position to Peachley Lane. It was proposed Mrs Swinburn, seconded Mr Simmonds and resolved that the speed limit at the food factory should be 30mph and not the current 40mph. It was considered however that the 30mph sign to the west of the village should remain in its current position and not be re-sited at Peachley Lane.
It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mrs Swinburn and resolved that the council should take part in the scheme to use a portable Vehicle Actuated Sign (VAS) operated by the lengthsman, the clerk to forward the signed agreement to Cllr Davies.
District Councillor’s Report: There was some discussion about when the Bloor Homes planning application would be considered and Cllrs. Hull and Tarbuck agreed to advise the council accordingly.
Matters arising from the minutes of 1st November 2010:
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the fence had been re-erected by Smart Cut and appeared to be satisfactory.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Swinburn had submitted a list of priority PROW’s which the clerk would forward to the Countryside Service.
The footpath warden had submitted 3 village walks and Mrs Beard agreed to consider them for inclusion in the newsletter. The clerk to thank Mr Drinkwater for his contribution.

Highways: No report
Allotments:  Mr Jones reported a blocked ditch on the allotments. Mr Forrest agreed to inspect and arrange for any necessary work.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No Report.
Village Hall: It was reported that while the council could reclaim VAT on purchases it seemed that the village hall management committee could not.
Mr Dag Smith, chairman of the management committee reported on the current position with regard to bids for funding to re-roof the main hall. Fan heaters had been installed in the interim in an attempt to provide acceptable temperatures. It was proposed by Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that fees should only be paid to the architect when a satisfactory feasibility study had been produced.

Mr Smith also advised on the need for a youth club in the village and suggested using the Chantry High School’s text messaging facility to invite parents to a meeting to gauge the level of support. The parish council would support the formation of a village youth club. 
Regional Spatial Strategy: The proposed submission on the Local Transport Plan (LTP3) was discussed and it was agreed that the clerk would send the amended version to the County Council.
The submission to councillors and officers on the South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP) was discussed. It was agreed that Mrs Beard, Mr Simmonds, Mr Bass and Mr Wedd would attend a meeting of local councils to discuss demographic evidence for SWDP on Monday 13th December.
