Minutes recording the meeting held on 7th November 2017 as circulated were 
taken as read, approved and signed.  Resolved.

DECLARATION OF INTEREST:


There were no declarations of interest.

PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:
a)
It was reported that WCC Highways had cleaned the gullys of the drain on Finstall Road opposite the rugby club.  They were blocked with leaves and are now working well. Noted.

b)
WCC Highways reported that they had inspected the Finstall signs where you enter the village and have said there are no safety issues with either sign, they are readable and serviceable and so no further action will be taken. Noted.
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c)
The Clerk reported that she had contacted BT about the missing telephone from the pay phone box outside the village hall.  BT had confirmed that they had not removed this, so we must assume it has been stolen.  BT has confirmed it should be replaced within the week. Noted.
d)
Bob Hollick has agreed to continue to store the salt for the parish council and says there are one and a half bags still left and he thinks that is quite sufficient, so we do not need to order more just yet. Noted.

ALLOTMENTS
After much discussion it was decided that Mr Lyall was not eligible for continuance of the allotment contract as he no longer lives in Finstall.  However it was agreed to give him 2 years notice to enable him to find another allotment and transfer all his tools etc over.  Mr Lyall has agreed to this and would pay his rent for the ensuing year. Resolved.
It was reported that fly tipping in the garage area was becoming a problem and apart from garden rubbish 2 fridge freezers had been left there recently.  Cllr Kit Taylor agreed to try to sort out this problem. Resolved.

FOOTPATH WARDEN
It was confirmed that a letter had been sent to the potential new footpath warden giving him contact details for Patrick White at WCC who administers this scheme. The contact details for the Parish Council have also been passed on and hopefully he will come along to one of the parish council meetings so we can meet him.  The Clerk was asked to write to Patrick White to see how things were proceeding. Resolved.
