OPC Comment:  OPC would like to request a site visit by the planning officer, a representative from WCC highways and both District and County Councillors to assess highways safety at the junction of Three Cocks Lane and Newtown where reduced visibility will occur should the location of poly tunnel 2 be approved.  It should be noted that the PC believe that the proposed site crosses a PROW which does not appear on the site plan.

Carol Fairs gave a comprehensive presentation to request use of the recreation ground for a fundraising event for a biker’s night in support of Offenham RBL Club.  Various discussions took place to clarify finer details.  No objections were raised to the use of the recreation ground but councillors requested that notification to all residents living in close proximity to the recreation ground should be given and a copy notice should be forwarded to the clerk with confirmation that delivery of notices had taken place.

Alastair Adams, County Councillor.

Cllr Adams gave a detailed report on WCC budget requirements for the next 12 months and the implication of the cost of social care on the budget.  Comparisons on budget and expenditure were made between district and county councils.
Cllr Adams advised that telephone contact to advise highways issues had now improved on contact number 01905 765765, the clerk advised that although highways contact may have improved no such improvements were experienced accessing other county services.

Concerns in relation to the junction from Three Cocks Lane to Newtown were raised by the PC.

Keith Wright, District Councillor.

Cllr Wright briefly mentioned the WDC budget as it had previously been raised by Cllr Adams.  He went on to advise that WDC were holding a business rate breakfast for local business owners to give advice on EU funding.

Local planning was mentioned and concerns about the junction raised.
