Parish Paths Warden

Mike Everitt had supplied a report noting no new problems with public rights of way in the parish. He noted paths at Malvern Retail Park are currently closed for work and he will keep an eye on this also.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Speeding on Stocks Lane and offer of additional VAS
A letter had been received from a Stocks Lane resident noting the ongoing danger of speeding and asking when the VAS would be installed. It was confirmed that an order will be placed for the VAS as soon as documentation is received confirming funds have been transferred to the parish council bank account. The clerk has contacted the Highways Liaison Engineer asking her to liaise with Mr Yapp regarding installation of a new pole and will chase up as necessary. The chairman agreed to contact the resident with an update.
b) North East Malvern development and impact on local road network
There is no update on the planning application. The chairman had spoken to planning officers who had confirmed the traffic monitoring camera on the pole at The Swan turning is not related to this. Mr Yapp noted a further camera on the last lighting column (common side) and the clerk agreed to investigate with highways – Mr Yapp to provide further details. 
c) Enquiry re provision of pedestrian crossing to bus stop or rerouting of buses from A449 to the Old Worcester Road

The clerk has referred the matter to the highways liaison engineer and is awaiting a response. 

d) Visibility problems caused by parking on the road outside the Beauchamp Community
Some residents have been putting traffic cones by the entrance to prevent parking. It was agreed that this is potentially dangerous and Mr Hegenbarth was asked to tell the residents that the parish council is actively pursuing the matter through the highways department. A reply from the highways liaison engineer is awaited.

e) Purchase of grit bin – it was resolved that the parish council should request a grit bin for the path outside the Beauchamp Community at the next allocation.
