7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The Lengthsman had cleared drains of leaves in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane, The Knoll, Broad Alley, Addis Lane (Watery Lane), and Purshull Green. Problems had been caused by tree branches cut down by Open Reach.
· He had refilled Grit Bins
· He had renewed grips in Elmbridge Lane and Addis Lane (Watery Lane)
7.2 Highways.

· Road Signs. Some had been collected.
· Pot Holes. Some had developed in Elmbridge Lane and Addis Lane. The Clerk would report.
· Tree Roots across Elmbridge Lane Information on these had been forwarded to County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson

7.3 New Homes Bonus

· Village Hall Car Park Improvements. The Clearing of shrubbery and new tarmac had been completed. The lighting was in hand. £4883, the total cost of the project had been received from Wychavon DC.
· Funding available. £2209 NHB money was still available. Community consultation would be sought for a defibrillator situated at the village hall.
7.4 Broadband

Open Reach had installed fibre cabling around the village which would be connected to Superfast Broadband boxes in Cutnall Green and Cooksey Green via ducting. Individual properties would be connected via existing copper telephone cables later in 2018. Eventually fibre connections to properties would be installed.

9. Planning
9.1 Radnall Farm. Approval of reserved matters pursuant to outline planning permission for permanent equestrian workers dwelling (W/14/01399/OU) The Clerk would contact the Planning Dept. about “reserved matters”.
9.2 Manor Cottage. Application for conversion of existing single storey garage, ground floor and first floor extension to provide annex accommodation. Councillors expressed no objection to an extension in principle but felt that any extension must be in keeping with the original structure, particularly the front and rear elevations.
9.3 Purshull Hall. Erection of an agricultural building. Prior approval not required.
9.4 New Ridgeway Farm, Wychbold. Application to build two new houses in the Green Belt. This is not in Elmbridge Parish but if permitted could have Green Belt and precedent implications.
9.5 Parliamentary Boundary Changes. The proposals for North Worcestershire could result in a Green Belt Boundary Review in the light of the decision of Birmingham City Council that no further housing was possible within its boundary.
