Clifton speeding - Cllr Middlebrough reported on email correspondence he had with Safer Roads Partnership. Outcome was not suggesting any further action at Clifton despite speed results. Flood defence – no further update but Cllr Middlebrough advised that the full council meeting have an item on their agenda next Thursday regarding Severn Stoke flood defences. Clerk will inform FLAG group. 

Croome Composting application – this is still in the process, MHDC raised Heritage aspects which are being looked into.  Cllr Middlebrough is willing to donate £200 to his parishes who are marking the 100 year anniversary of the end of World War 1. Clerk will look into this.

Sign for Birch Lane – County Liaison Officer has had lane viewed and in WCC opinion no verge damage so no requirement. Cllr Middlebrough still willing to fund if WCC will support.

Repair to St Deny’s Church Clock motor


Clerk had received an email from Mr Henderson regarding the Church Clock, the striking mechanism has burnt out and the clock is silent.  The cost to repair this is £1700.  Clerk had forwarded the email to CALC for advice.  The legislation they provided from the Local Government Act 1894 made it clear that funds can not be given by the Parish Council to repair this or in fact “property relating to affairs of the church or held for an ecclesiastical charity”. Clerk had forwarded this information to all councilors. County Cllr Middlebrough said he would be prepared to discuss the funds needed with Mr Henderson and also Cllr Harrison said he would.  Clerk will reply to Mr Henderson providing the legislation and also providing contact details for District and County Cllrs.
