2 members of the public present.
A resident raised concerns over the changes to local policing, clearing of pavements and ambiguous signage for road closures.
Cllr Moran advised that she had been contacted by a resident who raised concerns about anti-social behaviour and damage to signage; she was advised to report directly to the police for action.

Keith Wright, District Councillor.

Cllr Wright advised the PC that the consultation on SWDP and supplementary planning documents was taking place form 2nd February and the 16th March was taking place and that anyone could comment.
He stated that WDC had a new Planning Enforcement Team Leader in place.

He went on to talk about planning issues. He was asked if the most recent DWH application had yet been considered.  He was unaware of any outcome.

Alastair Adams, County Councillor
The Chairman raised the parking issues at the junction of Three Cocks Lane stating the local policing officer advised that yellow lines were the only option for reducing parking close to this junction.  He stated that he would require a map with markings to show where the PC would like these considered.

Cllr Adams advised that litter was an ongoing problem but part of the WDC promises they would support villages if they had volunteers by supplying litter picker apparatus.  He added that he would put forward the request to WDC Client Services if required. 

He went on to explain the procedure for WCC dealing with highways drainage clearing.  He stated that where the road closures had taken place it had caused chaos with access to villages and in particular HGV’s using alternative routes.

He added that he had received a request for a donation from Divisional Funds from the VHC.
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
