District Councillors’ Report: No report.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 8th January 2018, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 8th January 2018:  
Vicarage Green: It was reported that the goals were not being correctly orientated and Mrs Beard agreed to ask the school to ensure they are replaced correctly after use. Mr Steel suggested the side access to the village hall was preferable to using the car park entrance.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: It was agreed that Mrs Carver would order some stone to be used on muddy sections of paths. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to tidy up the path from Grange Road to Church Lane.
Highways: There was discussion about inappropriate parking in turning areas, particularly Jacomb Drive. It was agreed that the clerk would ask highways about the introduction of parking restrictions in turning areas.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that some greenhouse glass had become dangerous due to high winds and the owners needed to attend to this.

Broadheath Common: A cheque was received from the Broadheath Common account for £35 being the cost of removing the redundant goal posts.
Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: A wide range of submissions had been received concerning the provision of village facilities using section 106 funds. Any proposal would need to meet the criteria for 106 funding. It was agreed that the sub-committee would consider the submissions and report back with recommendations. It was also agreed that the clerk would ask Cllr Grove where the approx. £200,000 education element of the Taylor Wimpey development had been allocated.
Closure of Village Stores: Mr Glossop distributed copies of a document indicating support / intention to purchase shares in the village community shop. He also indicted that shops finances were on target.
