Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – Mr Everitt had undertaken a review of paths in the parish with a WCC Countryside Services officer.  


Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp gave an update on developments at the Trust. A representative will also make a presentation at the annual parish meeting.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Purchase of VAS and installation of pole, Stocks Lane – The VAS has been ordered and will be delivered to Mr Yapp for storage until the post has been erected. WCC Highways will also contact Mr Yapp to confirm the location for the post.
The chairman proposed new VAS batteries be purchased as and when required, Mr Yapp seconded and all agreed.
b) North East Malvern development and impact on local road network – The matter was discussed, in particular funding for the planned cycle path. The parish council continues to push for improvements to Newland roads and junctions. 
c) Enquiry re provision of pedestrian crossing to bus stop or rerouting of buses from A449 to the Old Worcester Road – The matter has been referred to highways and a meeting with the highways liaison engineer has been requested.  

d) Request for parking restrictions on the road outside the Beauchamp Community – In the absence of the highways liaison engineer, the clerk agreed to report the request on the WCC hub.
e) Request for grit bin – WCC had refused the parish council request for a grit bin outside the entrance to the Beauchamp Community on the grounds that the footway in question does not belong to WCC. Following discussion it was agreed that the parish council should apply for a bin on the corner by the roundabout (Beauchamp Community side of the road)
