Minutes
The minutes of the parish council meeting held on 23 January 2018 were proposed by Mr Fereday, seconded by Mr Gloster and approved unanimously.

Reports from representatives of other bodies:


Malvern Hills District Council – Cllr Rouse gave updates on developments at MHDC and the Kiln Lane 
development. She noted that neighbouring parishes have held litter picks and the chairman confirmed the 
parish intended holding one. She also suggested planting daffodils in the verge outside the school.

Worcestershire County Council – Cllr Tuthill gave updates on the embankment work at the Kiln Lane 
development and ongoing works to the southern link road. He also asked for suggestions for his 
discretionary budget in 2018/19.

The chairman raised the issue of development at the Pencroft site, including the problems caused by dirt 
and debris on the road, and the matter was discussed. Photos to be sent to Cllr Tuthill and the matter to be 
further investigated.

Progress reports on matters arising from previous minutes
a) 
Road safety and compliance with planning conditions – Kiln Lane junction. Matter discussed under 
item 93/17 and ongoing.
b) 
30mph sign for A4103 opposite Stocks Lane junction – The matter has been referred to the WCC 
highways liaison engineer. The clerk to follow up with her.
c) Road safety at the Stocks Lane/A4103 junction – The hedge on the corner of Stocks Lane has been 

cut back, however it is still difficult for drivers at the junction to see vehicles approaching from the 

Bransford direction. It has been suggested that widening the footpath and narrowing the 



carriageway would reduce the blind spot and make the junction safer. The matter to be pursued with 

WCC. Double white lines on the A4103 outside the school were suggested to stop vehicles 


overtaking.
d) Community speed watch scheme – The officer in charge of the scheme is carrying out risk 


assessments on the suggested sites and will report back.
e) Parking problems in Leigh Sinton – A letter from a resident was read out and discussed and it was 

agreed that the parking problems around the Old Somers Arms/Clewer Croft turning are getting 


worse. The actions previously agreed with WCC highways to be followed up with the highways 


liaison officer.
f) Brambles encroaching on footway – Dragons Cross. The brambles have partially been cleared. Mr 

King to resend his drawing showing the location of the problem to Cllr Tuthill.
g) Conversion of adopted red telephone box to mini lending library – ongoing.
h) Outdoor areas maintenance contracts – A specification has been agreed and will be sent out to local 

contractors. Quotes to be considered at the next meeting.
i) Appointment of Parish Paths Warden and Tree Warden



A volunteer has come forward and the appointment process is being handled by the WCC
