OPC comment:  OPC objects to this application for the following reasons: inappropriate situation, concerns in relation to noise levels to neighbouring properties.  Should this application be approved a trade waste agreement would be required.  It should be noted that although the applicant did make a presentation to the PC it would not be an accurate account to say that the response was broadly positive.  The PC was informed during the presentation that the applicant had support from neighbours; this does not appear to be the case.

Change of use of land for the stationing of 20 holiday caravans. 


Poor sightlines when emerging onto busy road, existing hedge along roadside will not shield view of static caravans which effective resemble dwellings, thereby giving the impression of a sizable development on a green field site. No mention on the application form of demolition of the existing buildings. Surface water to be discharged into mains sewer rather than soakaways or SUDS – inappropriate. No provision for management of waste or recyclables as this would be a business, is it not the case that the refuse from the units should be classified as trade waste and paid for as such?


What size are the proposed caravans? Are they to be privately owned and sub-let?  Which 2 months are they closed? Is there a resident warden on site? Insufficient details supplied within this application.

· A member of the public raised concerns over a planning application for a neighbouring property.

· A planning consultant gave a presentation on behalf of Vale Fresco. She advised that they have submitted a parcel of land in Laurels Road for consideration within the “call for sites” for the next phase of the SWDP.  She advised that the green houses would remain.

District Councillor report
· Keith Wright updated the PC on recent planning applications.  We went on to mention that some PC’s were in jeopardy of losing NHB money because they did not have a project on which to spend it. He advised that he would support OPC’s plans for recreation ground improvements.
FCC Environmental’s contract had started wef: 1.4.18 to deliver waste services which would potentially save half a million pounds for the District Council.
Street cleaning was now on a “need only” basis.  Wychavon was ranked as 3rd in a national poll for rural quality of life. 

The gender pay gap at WDC was at 13.15%, less than the national average of 18.4%.

Boat Lane – temporary closure for STWA works starts on 8th May.
