2. Declarations of Interest

3.  The meeting was adjourned for the Public Question Time.
6 members of the Memorial Hall Committee attended to feedback on the recent village survey about the future of the hall and what villagers would like to see happen to the hall to improve it and ensure that it is regularly used. All 325 houses in the village should have had a survey attached to the March newsletter, 5 responses were received. Committee feel that work still needs to be done in finding out what is needed and perhaps communication in a different way is the key. There were suggestions of a village webpage with local relevant information from all groups within the village as well as a facebook page. The PC supported this idea and an advert will be put in May newsletter looking for a volunteer. It was also suggested and agreed that an open event at the hall with free refreshments may encourage residents to come along and see what the hall is like and offer suggestions. TW and AE agreed to meet with committee between PC meetings to arrange a date and plan for this event. The hall may require some improvements depending on the village suggestions and the committee would look to the PC for assistance with funding. JN advised that in order for requests to be considered it would need to be clear what is required and quotations provided for the projects. It was recognised by all parties that it was difficult to know which came first, improving the hall so it is used or finding out what would be required first to improve the facilities. TW and JN as operators of the ‘Big Lunch Fund’ agreed that the remaining funds can be used to fund the refreshments.

AE also requested that door knocking be completed with regard to Smartwater especially in light of recent local shed/garage burglaries. 
8   Items for Consideration:
a. PC Noticeboard- Location has been proposed on left hand side of Coombsfield Road which will be a locked noticeboard for important information from PC. It was unanimously agreed to request permission from housing association and to order a noticeboard from HMP Long Lartin at an approximate cost of £250.

b. Village Hall Survey and Big Lunch Fund- Dealt with in public forum.

c. Wychavon Parish Games- Information has been received which should have been sent to Sports Club for their participation.

d. Parish Boundaries- TW asked that we remind ourselves of where the boundaries of the parish are, he requested that an up to date record be obtained.
e. Community Fund- Further consideration needs to be given about the uses of the Community Fund. TW suggested that the provision of solar powered speed activation signs be investigated as well as hall improvements and a village fund to assist villagers with travel expenses or similar if needed. The matter will be on agenda to further consider these ideas and any other that come forward.

f. Provision of allotments- A request from a resident has been received for the provision of allotments. It was agreed to contact Rooftop about a piece of derelict land in the first instance or Styles Nursery if this is unsuccessful.

g. Village Recycling Bins- TW advised that now a car had been moved the recycling bins are now accessible. It was agreed to put a message in the village newsletter that the bins are for use by all but that cars should not park next to bins as this makes emptying impossible.

h. Grave Plot- JN requested that the PC donate a plot for the interment of ashes of Mike Smith deceased who was the parish clerk for many years. This was unanimously agreed, AE will send out a letter of confirmation.

9.      Parish Council.
a. GDPR implications were noted by cllrs and AE confirmed that a list of data held, how it is held, the retention periods and a list of questions on how to deal with data is now in place. Training will be attended on 23rd May 2018, GDPR comes into effect on 25th May 2018 but PC’s need to show that they are working towards the requirements. It has been confirmed that Worcs CALC will be the DPO (Data processing officer) Cllrs agreed that AE would be the data inputter.  

b. Privacy notices to all councillors were handed out and signed for as well as confirmation to receive information and agendas by email and to publish details of cllrs on website.
c. Wychavon’s Social Media Policy was noted and adopted.
d. Co-opted parish councillor vacancy. An application for parish councillor has been received and approved. Mrs Sally Wride was welcomed to the PC and invited to attend the July meeting.
e. Clerk’s contract of employment was noted following discussion between clerk and chairman, this will be reviewed in May 2019.
