Apologies: Mr. R. Bass, Mrs J Davison and Cllr D Godwin    
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 30th April 2018, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that £632,000 had been saved in 2017/18 as a result of efficiencies investment income and service charges. It was hoped to increase income generation in future. It was however regretted that the cost of preserving Priory Lodge Hall would be £250,000. It was suggested that future housing development could take place in “new towns” where there was current infrastructure, such as near the M5 / M50 junction.

County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that a 1,500 tonne railway bridge extension over Worcester's Southern Link Road has been successfully manoeuvred into place in one of the biggest engineering operations to take place in the county. Battenhall Bridge on the A4440 was moved into position by a team of engineers as work continues to fully dual the road from the M5 to Powick roundabout in Worcester. The council has a responsibility for children and families which it working to address.
Worcestershire’s businesses and residents are being encouraged to help raise awareness about mental health. There are several ways businesses and residents can do this, one of which is by signing the Time to Change Employer Pledge which allows businesses across the county to demonstrate their commitment to change how we think and act about mental health in the workplace. Work has started to ease congestion at Worcestershire's worst traffic hotspots.   

Worcestershire County Council has pledged £5m over the next 2 years to identify, investigate and deliver solutions to tackle congestion sites across the county.  Councillor Brandon Clayton, one of the County Councillors representing Redditch North has been elected to be the new Chairman of Worcestershire County Council for the civic year 2018/19. 
Peter Tomlinson, the County Councillor for Ombersley has been elected to be Worcestershire County Council's Vice Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 30th April 2018:  
Vicarage Green: It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that an order be placed with RoSPA to carry out a safety inspection of the play equipment within the next 5/6 weeks at a cost of £225 + VAT. An order would also be placed for an inspection in March 2019. There was concern about the length of grass on Vicarage Green, the clerk to obtain a cost from Smart Cut for an additional cut.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were satisfactory. It was agreed that the clerk would ask the lengthsman to cut back the hedge where the footpath joins Martley Road opposite to the Hallow Lane junction. It was also agreed that Mrs Carver would order some stone to make up the ground level at this location. It was also agreed that a red “Fido” bin would be purchased at a cost of £250.54 and erected by the lengthsman next to the litter bin in the alley from Church Lane to Grange Road.
Highways: A dangerous gulley was reported on Hallow Lane beyond Hilltop Farm. It was agreed that the matter was best reported on the County Councils “Report It” site.
Allotments: It was agreed that Mr Steel would get a quote for various tree works on the allotments.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report.
Village Hall: The CCTV had been installed at the village hall and would be reviewed in the event of a reported incident.
Broadheath Common: No report.

Update on proposals for sports facilities: No report.
GDPR: Members were updated on the current position with regard to the General Data Protection Regulations. It was agreed that policy previously submitted would be adopted with the exclusion of the item requiring the appointment of a data protection officer.
Closure of Village Stores: It was reported that funding was progressing well.
Casual vacancy: There had so far been no expressions of interest.
