Apologies: Mr S Beard and Cllr D Chambers
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 4th June, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that the continuous high temperatures were causing problems with road surfaces. Dust was being spread to deal with particular areas. Worcestershire County Council’s roadshow will be at Tenbury Countryside Show on 4th August and Worcester Show on 12th August. Councillors and residents are welcome to attend.  It is hoped that the campaign to retain the Elgar archives the Hub will be successful. Cllr Grove agreed to fund the installation of 3 sets of 30mph roundels at locations to be agreed. The installation of the bus shelter in Martley Road was imminent and it was hoped to resurface 95 metres of footway in Bell lane as part of an ongoing scheme. 
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Godwin advised about the imminent “Community Awards” and the parish council will consider making a submission. Discussion occurred about the status of the village based on its facilities and any likely changes.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 4th June:  
Vicarage Green: The clerk to confirm with RoSPA when the current safety inspection of the play equipment would take place.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were generally good. 1 tonne of stone had been laid in the gateway opposite Hallow Lane and the result was a big improvement. 
Highways: The dangerous road edge was reported on Hallow Lane beyond Hilltop Farm. The fault had been reported to WCC, Ref No:-  540653. An order has since been placed for repairs.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the tree surgeons had not quoted yet but he would pursue the matter. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report.
Village Hall: The issue of the side gate at the hall being locked was raised. It had not yet come before the Hall committee for consideration.
Broadheath Common: No report.

Update on proposals for sports facilities: Mr Wedd reported that comments on the proposals from Malvern Hills District Council and Worcestershire County Council were largely positive. The next stage was to produce drawings which could be submitted for approval. It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wattis and resolved to commission DJD Architects to produce the required documents.
Closure of Village Stores: It was reported that there was a great deal of support for the proposals and that funding was progressing well.
Casual vacancy: There had so far been no expressions of interest.
