Progress reports for information
5.1  Speed activated sign 
Cllr M Butler reported: the sign had been active for a 10-day period during which it had recorded 4,228 counts; 70% of which had been travelling at or below the 30mph speed limit.  It was noted this was during bad weather.  The sign is shared with Kington on a 2-monthly basis. 
5.2  Update on Superfast Broadband
Progress is slow but improving; it has been installed along Seaford Lane.

Report of District Councillor Mrs L Robinson

With regard to broadband, the Worcestershire Open Reach manager was surprised there is only a 62% take-up in parished areas.  It would be helpful if parish councils could tell residents of the availability of broadband and that they need to sign up to it.


Mrs Robinson provided a written report on the Wychavon District Council budget and council tax which could be displayed on the notice board.

With regard to New Homes Bonus, Naunton Beauchamp Parish Council has been allocated £2,700 during years 2 – 5 but has yet to make use of it; it was recommended the council speak to the relevant officer at Wychavon DC.
