Village Hall
· The clerk and Cllr Morgan- Wright attended the VHC AGM.  The VHC Chairman gave an update on their plans and hopes for future fundraising events.  The Treasurer spoke about successful grant applications and those in the process of application.

· Cllr Taylor met with Symon Boyd of Timsbury Clocks to service and install the back up for the automated system. Works are now complete.
Data Protection Policy & GDPR update.
· The government has tabled an amendment to its bill to exempt all parish and town councils in England from the requirement to appoint a Data Protection Officer under the General Data Protection Regulation. Officials from the Dept for Culture, Media and Sport have confirmed that all other measures still apply but appointing a DPO is discretionary but may be regarded as good practice.  Further talks are still taking place between NALC and the Government and the ICO.

RoSPA report.

· The inspection has taken place and report received, as expected no issues have been raised but mention of a loose clamp on one of the new items of equipment was made.  This has been advised to Wicksteed with the request that this be dealt with when they are fitting the next phase.

Energy Supplier for street lights

· N Power advised that they are significantly increasing electricity costs for unmetered supplies to the street lights. An alternative supplier has been found who is offering a better rate which can be fixed for 59 months.  The Chairman was consulted by the Clerk and agreed that the PC should take advantage of these rates from E-on which were available wef: 1st May.
