Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20 March 2018 were proposed by Mr Patterson, seconded by Mr Tinnion and approved unanimously.

Reports from representatives of other bodies 

West Mercia Police – CSO Butcher gave an overview of developments in community policing in the area over the year, drawing attention to the monthly crime sheets and the information available on the website, and stop-and-check operations to catch travelling criminals.


Ongoing concerns regarding speeding, particularly on Stocks Lane and the Old Worcester Road service road, were discussed. It was agreed that an increased police presence would deter speeding drivers and the CSO invited parish councillors to contact him in this regard.

Malvern Hills Trust – Chairman Mr Freeman and CEO Mr Bridges presented an overview of recent and planned developments at Malvern Hills Trust. Changes proposed include updating and streamlining the administration and governance of the trust, setting up a membership organisation and trading subsidiary, and adopting additional powers in relation to fundraising. The importance of retaining grazing on trust land was emphasised and the possibility of introducing some form of fencing to keep livestock safe on the commons was discussed.  The Charity Commission has agreed in principle to settle a scheme for Malvern Hills Trust and there will be a public consultation before a final scheme is submitted. It was confirmed that there would be no levy on Newland parish under the new arrangements. 

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everett confirmed that there was nothing new to report.

The chairman thanked all the speakers for their contributions and they left the meeting.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Installation of VAS, Stocks Lane – The VAS has been delivered and is being stored by Cllr Yapp until WCC Highways install the new post. The clerk agreed to contact the Highways Liaison Engineer again regarding post installation and the possibility of re-siting the existing VAS pole.
Data from a recent WCC traffic speed survey on Stocks Lane were noted and discussed. In addition to the measures already taken it was agreed that the local police team should be asked to carry out sit up patrols on Stocks Lane as outlined by CSO Butcher earlier in the meeting.
b) North East Malvern development and impact on local road network – The matter was discussed. There is no sign of movement on this at the present time.
c) Enquiry re provision of pedestrian crossing to bus stop or rerouting of buses from A449 to the Old Worcester Road – The matter is ongoing. To be followed up with the highways liaison engineer.
d) Request for parking restrictions on the road outside the Beauchamp Community – The matter is still ongoing. To be followed up with the highways liaison engineer and the local police team to be approached regarding the use of cones as an interim measure.
e) Request for grit bin at Newland roundabout – the request has been made and the matter is ongoing.
f) Parish council compliance with GDPR – The clerk is attending a CALC information session and any actions required to comply with the new legislation will be taken in accordance with NALC recommendations.
