ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION.
1. NHB- Amount of £23011 was noted together with response regarding possible musical theme of instruments and tuition for Bretforton children. Wychavon have advised that there is not a legacy to this idea but have agreed that they will consider its merits if more information can be provided.
2. Village Energy Facility- Next agenda.
3. Planning circulation- Due to issues with responses being received for application it was agreed that:
· Cllrs Davis, Cleveland, Collins and Carter would form a planning sub-committee.

· Small straightforward applications can be decided by email by planning committee and reported to full council at next meeting

· If application requires discussion then a planning committee meeting will be held either between meetings or prior to next PC meeting if timescale allows.

· If large application received, then full council will consider at next available PC meeting or request an extension if required.

· All cllrs will be copied into application but need not respond unless they can add value to response.

· Clerk will produce planning standing orders for next meeting.

4. Dog poo-Ivy Lane- It was agreed that no further action be taken as a dog bin is situated at the top of Ivy Lane onto footpath.
5. Station Road Speeding- It was agreed to ask lengthsman to put VAS on Station Road as soon as possible and to assess speeding following gate installation and VAS. It may be that speed counts are requested if speed does not improve.
6. Burial Ground- 

a. BG audit of headstones has been carried out by Chairman and Clerk. No areas of concern have been identified.
b. Entrance notice- Notice is peeling and requires either repair or replacement. Clerk to obtain quotation for next meeting.
c. An update with regard to soil bin, maintenance and future maintenance contract was received. Lengthsman has been requested to empty soil bin, contractor has been requested to weed all paths and beds at crossroads and at entrance. It was agreed to consider new contractor for maintenance at the end of season. Information in noticeboard has been updated.
7. Play equipment at Stoneford Lane- A request has been received to provide a swing at Stoneford lane for smaller children. It was agreed to check on section 106 funding for play and look at swing prices for next meeting.
8. Memorial Hall Committee minutes and accounts were noted. Accounts show a healthy balance in credit. Clerk has taken over bookings and committee will meet again immediately before PC meeting in July 2018.
