           She noted that sometimes the discussions at the PC meetings were eclectic and 

confusion may have arisen as a result.  JE and DF also complained that there had been a similar issue with barbed wire in Holloways, but RR noted that this had been discussed at his request.
           - There had been some fly tipping on the right hand of the triangle opposite the School 

           and CC agreed to report this.  CC also noted that when the tip had been closed, the 

           incidence of fly tipping had not  increased.

           -  It was noted that the hedge that had been removed at Upper Twynings Farm had not 

           regrown in the meantime (since September 2016) and that the land owner should be 

           approached with regard to its replacement.
