Reports from representatives of other bodies:

a) Malvern Hills District Council – Cllrs Rouse and Warburton gave an update on news from the district 
council. 

Litter bins - It was noted that since the introduction of fortnightly bin collections, more frequently used 
parish litter bins are filling up and overflowing – the matter to be followed up by Cllr Rouse. 

Elmhurst Farm - site developers have taken feedback on board and are reviewing the plans accordingly. 

Litter Pick – the co-ordinator of the Suckley and Knightwick litter picks would be happy to assist in this 
parish.

b) Worcestershire County Council – Cllr Tuthill had advised he would arrive late – adjourned until later in the meeting.

Progress reports on matters arising from previous minutes
a) 
Road safety and embankment work at Kiln Lane junction. The matter was discussed at length and 
the danger posed by the restricted visibility noted. In the interest of public safety it was agreed the 
parish Lengthsman should cut the grass as soon as possible. A longer term solution from WCC 
highways is awaited.
b) 
30mph sign for A4103 opposite Stocks Lane junction – Two 30mph repeater signs have been 
erected, but not in a position that can be seen by drivers as they pull out of Stocks Lane onto the 
main road. The chairman to follow up.
c) Road safety at the Stocks Lane/A4103 junction – Ongoing concerns re visibility at the junction are 

ongoing. To be followed up with highways for the next meeting.
The chairman reported that he had written to County Councillor Paul Tuthill regarding ongoing concerns with the highways department.
d) Community speed watch scheme – The clerk to contact the officer in charge of the scheme for an update on the site assessments and volunteer training.
e) Parking problems in Leigh Sinton – The matter is ongoing. To be followed up with the Highways Liaison Engineer.
f) Brambles encroaching on footway – Dragons Cross. It was agreed that as the problem has been ongoing for some time that the parish Lengthsman should attend to the matter.
g) Conversion of adopted red telephone box to mini lending library – The matter is ongoing. The chairman reported that he now has a number of books donated by members of the public. Mr Nash agreed to co-ordinate the conversion of the box.
h) Parish Council compliance with General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) – Preparations are ongoing. The chairman and clerk are attending a CALC training session on the matter on 23 May.

Parish Council Meeting and AGM – Tuesday 24 July 2018

The meeting closed and the Annual Meeting was held.

Meeting reconvened at 9.00pm to allow County Councillor Tuthill to report to the council.

04/18 b) Councillor Tuthill gave his report on Carrington Bridge progress and updates on county hospital and 
ambulance services.
County council planning consultation process with regard to the Guiness Park Farm development was discussed. Councillor Tuthill reported that the planners are still gathering information and a planning consultation would be circulated after that. The chairman reported that the parish council understand that the incinerator is already in operation, has the correct license in place and believe that the license would not have been granted without existing planning consent. He agreed to email councillor Tuthill to that effect. 

The ongoing problems with highways liaison were discussed. The parish council take the view that the new process whereby councillors are unable to have direct contact with individual highways officers is impractical. The chairman noted the various requests and problems outstanding including the VAS pole, the parking bay outside the Old Somers Arms and the request for double yellow lines on Kiln Lane at the junction with the A4103. Cllr Tuthill noted he had considered the lines and declined them. The chairman expressed concern that the parish council had not been advised of this decision.

Councillor Tuthill reported that there will be a survey of traffic speeds outside Leigh & Bransford Primary. The chairman noted the idea of installing double white lines on this stretch of road to deter overtaking.
