1. Apologies for absence
Cllr. Barbara Talbot; County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson; District Cllr. Lynne Duffy; District Cllr. Tony Miller
Diane Dolley gave a talk on Dementia Villages. Chaddesley Corbett have taken up a national initiative and are co-operating with the Alzheimer’s Society to help local people live well with dementia. The steering group will launch Chaddesley Dementia Friends on 25th April and the first Dementia Café on 9th May.

· The Chairman thanked Diane Dolley for her talk. Councillors agreed that Elmbridge Parish should join in with the Chaddesley initiative and the Chairman would join the steering group. The initiative and Elmbridge’s association with it would be publicised in the Parish magazine.

Matters arising
6.1 Velo Birmingham (Item 5.1) The CALC de-briefing meeting of the parishes affected took place on 10th January. Notes received expressed mostly negative views of the event.

7.  General 
7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The 2017/18 budget was now exhausted. The 2018/19 budget would be for the same amount.
· The Lengthsman had cleared silt and debris from drains in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane, The Knoll, and Crown Lane. He had cut foliage from signs in Cutnall Green
· He had renewed grips in Elmbridge Lane and Purshull Green Lane
· He had rodded the blocked drain at the junction of Elmbridge Lane and Crown Lane

· The bend below the Church in Addis Lane (Watery Lane) was flooded. The pipe under the road was blocked. The Clerk would contact the Lengthsman and/or Highways.
7.2 Highways.

· Tree Roots in Elmbridge Lane. These are to be removed on 12th May. A road closure would be necessary...
· Pot Holes. Those reported in Elmbridge Lane and Addis Lane had been repaired. Some potholes in Elmbridge Green Lane had been filled. However, this road was still in a poor state and had been placed on an “advisory list”.
· Trees at the Knoll on the A442 had been inspected and passed to the tree team for further investigation. 

7.3 New Homes Bonus

· Defibrillator. There had been no response to the parish magazine article. The Clerk would redress this and prepare application for funding.
· Village Hall Car Park. The improvement scheme was still awaiting electrical work.
7.4 Broadband

  Worcs. CC were processing the project. FTP was expected to be available within 6 months.
7.5 Parish Councillor Vacancy. Councillors were asked to consider possible co-optees from the              Cutnall green area.
7.6 Data Protection. New regulations come into force on 25th May. There appears to be a need to appoint a Data Protection Office, but conflicting advice had been received. It is expected that CALC and NALC will resolve the issues.
