b) Updates and outstanding queries. 

I. Bromsgrove District Council Plan Review Issues and Options consultation
The invitation from Bromsgrove District Council to consider hosting a public event to consult local residents on issues and options to be included in the forthcoming Local Plan review was the subject of a wide ranging discussion.  Bromsgrove District Council will consider what consultation events to proceed with at their meeting on 25th July with a view to holding the agreed events in August and September. Considerable concern was expressed at these timings as the Phase 2 Catshill and North Marlbrook Neighbourhood Plan consultation would take place during June followed by a public event in September.  It was considered that having two high profile consultation exercises on separate planning policies so close together had the potential to cause considerable confusion amongst local residents possibly to the detriment of the Neighbourhood Plan process. It was noted that local residents had already identified, through the Neighbourhood Plan Phase 1 consultation, issues of local concern.
It was agreed that the Assistant Clerk would respond to Bromsgrove District Council’s invitation by providing them with the details of the previously identified local planning issues and also invite the relevant officers to the Full Parish Council meeting on 28th June to enable the matter to be considered further as thought necessary.
Cllr Masters left the meeting at 20:12 hours

II. Unauthorised Developments and Encampments consultation
It was noted that unauthorised developments and encampments were rarely a problem in the parish. Cllr Sweeting advised that mechanisms were already in place within the county which forewarned of possible problems so that the relevant sites could be secured.
