· The clerk contacted Maurice Parkinson about the damage to the safety matting, he stated that this was due to uneven ground but he would not use the large mower on this area to prevent further issues.  Additionally to prevent further damage he was asked to build up the areas of uneven ground.
· Safety netting between the recreation ground and the cricket field.  The clerk has contacted 3 firms who supply netting and posts for provisional prices.  Two of the firms have supplied a cost to supply but only one could supply and fit.  Clarification on length and height of netting is required before further action can be taken.  Wicksteed have advised that at the highest point the Zip wire measures 4 metres.

Report updates on Rural Communities –  Cllr Young advised that the Offenham Seniors were disappointed that a bus stop would not be erected in Main Street and that there was some confusion about any requested directional changes for buses.


He went on to add that the coffee club held on Tuesdays for the “Offenham Senior Citizens” was well supported, no attendance fee was charged but they were still able to support many charities by making generous donations from funds raised throughout the year totalling between £4k and £8k.  At the end of the year a Christmas meal was arranged for members.  Cllr Moran asked if Offenham Senior Citizens should be advertised in the Parish Magazine for the benefit of new residents. Cllr Young approved the request.
